BYLAWS OF TENNESSEE DONKEY ASSOCIATION

(Amended 02/01/2014)

*** ARTICLE I  ***

MEMBERSHIP

1. Anyone interested in donkeys shall be eligible for membership in the Tennessee Donkey ASSociation, hereafter referred to as “Club”.

A. Senior Members

Must have reached the age of eighteen (18) years by January 1 of the current membership year.

B. Junior Members

Any youth who has not yet reached the age of eighteen (18) years by January 1 of the current membership year.

2. Every member shall be entitled to a membership card certifying that all current dues are paid.

***  ARTICLE II  ***

DUES

1. Annual membership dues for Senior Members will be $15.00 per person.

2. Annual membership dues for Junior Members shall be $5.00 per person.

3. Annual dues shall be payable January 1 of each year and shall expire December 31 of the same year.

4. Dues shall not be refundable.

***  ARTICLE III  ***

MEETINGS

Meetings will be conducted on a semi-annual basis.  The annual meeting will be held in November and the other meeting held in the spring.  The date, time and location of the meeting will be determined by the Officers.  If the Officers deem it necessary, other meeting dates may be called.

***  ARTICLE IV  ***

ELECTION OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

1. The Officers shall consist of a President, a Middle TN Vice President, an East TN Vice President, a West TN Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter and three (3) Awards Committee Members (unless they are already an Officer).  They shall be elected by the membership at the annual meeting held in November of each year, at which time the Officers shall assume office on the following January 1st.
2. To be eligible to vote or run for an Officer’s position, a member must be an “active” member, meaning he/she must have attended at least two (2) Club functions during the year.

3. Any member requesting an Officer’s position must notify the President thirty (30) days prior to the Annual Meeting date.  The President will then forward a proxy with all positions and names listed to all eligible members.

4. Each adult member shall be entitled to one (1) vote.

5. If an adult member is unable to attend the Annual Meeting, the proxy may be sent to the President prior to the meeting.

6. Due notice of the meeting must be given to the members at least seven (7) days preceding the election.

NOTES:  Junior Members have no voting rights.



   The result of the election to be determined by a majority of votes cast.

***  ARTICLE V  ***

DUTIES OF OFFICERS AND DIRECTORS

President

1. Shall provide leadership for the Club.

2. Shall conduct all meetings of the Club.

3. Shall act as official spokesperson of the Club.

4. Shall maintain current Club Bylaws, rules and regulations.

5. Shall arrange Club meetings and notify membership.

6. Shall perform such duties as are customarily performed by one holding said office.

Vice Presidents

1. Middle TN – Shall conduct meetings in the absence of the President

2. Middle TN VP – Shall act as the contact person for Club activities as needed.

3. East TN – Shall conduct meetings in that region.

4. West TN – Shall conduct meetings in that region.

5. Shall perform such duties as are customarily performed by one holding said office.

Secretary

1.   Shall take minutes and maintain records of official business conducted at all 

      meetings.

2.   Shall perform such duties as are customarily performed by one holding said office.

Treasurer

1. Shall conduct all financial affairs of the Club.

2. Shall maintain a current roster of the members of the Club, including the address, telephone number and email address, if available.

3. Shall provide each member with a membership card.

4. Shall take minutes of official business conducted at meetings in the absence of the Secretary.

5. Shall maintain financial reports of the Club and provide a Treasurer’s Report at each meeting.

6. Shall perform such duties as are customarily performed by one holding said office.

Reporter

1. Shall advertise Club meetings/functions in various publications.
2. Shall maintain a Club scrapbook (paper or digital).
3. Shall maintain the Club’s Newsletter.

4. Shall maintain the club library and act as club Librarian 

5. Shall perform such duties as are customarily performed by one holding said office.

Awards Committee Members

1. Shall present the awards and rules to the Officers for approval prior to the show year.

2. Shall be responsible for supplying such rules to any member enrolling a donkey in the Awards Program.

3. Shall be responsible for gathering the final points from participants and determining the winners.

4. Shall be responsible for over-seeing awards given at the Awards Banquet.

5. Shall oversee all awards presented by the club.

NOTE:  If any Officer becomes inactive, his/her office can be vacated by a majority vote of the remaining Officers.

***  ARTICLE VI  ***

TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the Club may be terminated for deliberate violation of the Club rules and for conduct unbecoming a Club member by a vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the membership at the next Club meeting.  If necessary, meeting may be called by the majority of the Officers.

***  ARTICLE VII  ***

AMENDMENT OF BYLAWS

1. Any amendments to the bylaws may be introduced and voted upon at a meeting.  The bylaws of the Club may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senior members present.

2. The bylaws of the Club may be amended at any special meeting (called for by the Officers) by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Senior members present, provided notice of said meeting has been sent to the general membership seven (7) days prior to date of the special meeting.

*** ARTICLE VIII ***

In the event the Club is dissolved, any funds left in the account shall be given to a non-profit equine organization.

***  CERTIFICATION  ***
